COMPARISON FROSIO vs. NACE

The major differences between FROSIO and NACE are:

· FROSIO certification is based on a published, national standard (NS 476 which is based on ISO 17024), whereas NACE have no basis in internationally recognised standards.

· FROSIO is officially accredited under ISO 17024.  NACE does not seem to have such accreditation.

· There are no financial connections between FROSIO as a Certifying Body and the approved Training Bodies.  FROSIO have no income from training, only from the certification, whereas NACE conduct training as well as certification and get income from both. 

· FROSIO has left the training to several approved Training Bodies, which are regularly audited by FROSIO.
